Wm. Meredith Dies from Exposure 

In Clayton Hills  
 

 William Meredith, an aged resident of the 

Clayton district, was found last Saturday 

afternoon by Constable J. McDermott of 

Pittsburg, and a posse of citizens of the 

Nortonville section, in an exhausted 

condition in the hills above Clayton where he 

had been since the previous Friday afternoon 

without food or shelter.  He was mentally 

unbalanced when he wandered away and 

every effort was made to locate the 

unfortunate man by his relatives. 

 

 Mr. Meredith was about 84 years old and 

lived with his sister in the mountains back of 

Clayton.  He had started home from Pittsburg 

with his horse and cart on Friday afternoon 

and was observed passing through 

Nortonville about 5 oôclock that evening.  

Nothing further was seen of him until 

discovered on the following Sunday 

afternoon in a ravine, naked and paddling in 

a stream of water.  Exposure had rendered 

the old man unconscious, and he was in a 

pitiable plight.  He was taken to the county 

hospital by the constable, where he passed 

away Tuesday evening, death being due to 

exposure.
